The online system for stats is password protected because the information specific to a church is accessible.  The ORG ID # and Password needed to access the system is printed on the hard copy which is mailed out to the churches.

The information gathered is compiled, analyzed and published in the Yearbook of the Presbyterian Church in America.  The Yearbook is sold through the Christian Education and Publications Bookstore.

37th GA ACTION ON COMMISSIONER FEES

NOTICE TO CHURCHES WITH INCOME OF LESS THAN $100,000

The 37th General Assembly approved the recommendation that the “registration fee remain at $400” for the 2010 General Assembly in Nashville, TN.

Teaching elders and ruling elders from churches with income of less than $100,000 according to their reported statistics will be able to register at $200 (1/2 the regular $400 registration fee).  Honorably retired elders and emeritus elders will be able to register at $133 (1/3 the regular $400 registration fee).

To qualify for the Teaching Elder or Ruling Elder discount for the 2010 General Assembly, you must report your church’s income for 2009 to the Stated Clerk’s office.  If your church has not completed the 2009 Statistical Report by the time your GA commissioners wish to register, we will accept your 2008 Statistical Report figures.
